Everything You Ever Needed to 
Know about CSAPs: 
(1) CHOICE 6th and 7th 

graders will be tested 
in reading, writing, and 
math just like in years past. 
Traditional Platt is adding science 
tests that are not officially CSAP this 
year, but CHOICE will NOT be doing 
any testing beyond the required 
CSAP sections. 

(2) We still need at least TEN more 
parent volunteers to bring in snacks 
for CSAP days. It is so nice when 
students can look forward to special 
snacks that are provided for these 
testing days.

(3) With CSAP testing coming up we 
would just like to remind students to 
come to school with plenty of rest and 
a belly full of healthy breakfast on the 
testing days so that you are ready to 
do your very best.
