National Achievement Scholarship Finalist
The recipients of this award are black Americans who have demonstrated outstanding scholarship based on their PSAT
scores. Nearly 100,000 black students enter this program. Finalists are among the highest scorers in their geographic region.

National Merit Finalists
Finalists represent the top half of one percent of graduating seniors in the nation. These students have had to meet high
academic standards that result in rigorous competition for scholarships.

Opdycke Award
The most prestigious award given to an outstanding senior student-athlete in memory of former teacher/coach, LeRoy
Opdycke. Voted on by head coaches, two faculty members and the student body co-presidents. Must have a minimum
3.0 GPA and have lettered in two sports for two years.

Optimist Awards
Local Optimist Clubs recognize Boulder High students who have given outstanding service to our community and who serve
as positive role models for their peers.

Outstanding Freshman Award
Given each year to the outstanding male and female freshman student as determined by faculty vote based on scholarship,
leadership, character and service.

Outstanding Sophomore Award
Given each year to the outstanding sophomore as determined by faculty vote based on scholarship, leadership, character
and service.

Pacesetter Award
The Boulder Daily Camera honors high school students at its annual Pacesetter Awards Program. This is a highly prestigious
honor recognizing exemplary service to the Boulder community.

Presidential Scholar Semi-Finalists
The United States Presidential Scholars Program was established in 1964 and honors our nation’s most distinguished
graduating seniors. Five hundred semifinalists are chosen from over 2600 seniors nationwide. Criteria include: superior
academic achievement, leadership, character and service at school or in the community.

Principal’s Leadership Award
Award given to a student nominated by the school principal for demonstrated ability to combine academic excellence and
exemplary leadership roles in school and community activities.

Prudential Spirit of Community Award
Award granted to a student nominated for a scholarship for extraordinary community service.

Christian F. Recht Award
Award given in memory of chemistry teacher and principal, Christian F. Recht, to a student-athlete who excels in both
athletics and chemistry.

Rotary Youth Exchange
An exchange of an academic year’s duration during which the student attends school and lives with more than one family
in a foreign country.

Rotary Youth Leadership Award (RYLA)
A weeklong seminar for Colorado youth sponsored by local Rotary clubs. The program is designed to give participating
sophomores and juniors practical leadership training.

Salute to Excellence Program
The American Academy of Achievement sponsors the annual Salute to Excellence Program. This national program recog-
nizes 400 of the nation’s outstanding honor students. Each recipient is sponsored by a local corporation, spending four days
meeting with other honor students and fifty adult leaders discussing relevant national issues and strategies.

Sigma Xi Research Society of North America Science Award
Presented to the outstanding senior science student.

Sally Smyth Memorial Scholarship
This scholarship is awarded to a Boulder High School senior who has been accepted to a four-year liberal arts college.

Frank (Crick) Streamer Memorial Scholarship
Awarded to the outstanding senior member of the Boulder High choir, band or orchestra attending the University of Colorado musidg
school.
