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DID YOU KNOW?  

A study in the Arts Education Partnershipôs Critical Links helps confirm the relationship between music study and performance on standardized 

mathematics tests. The analysis adds substance to the widely publicized correlation between music and SAT scoresé. The study also provides 

additional support for the hypothesis that the increases in mathematics scores are not simply correlational, but are due to the music instruction. A 

meta-analysis of six experimental studies revealed a causal relationship between music and mathematics performance.

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NEW VACCINE REQUIREMENTS (09-10) 

 

2nd dose Varicella (chickenpox):  REQUIRED FOR ALL KINDERGARTNERS AND  

1ST and 2ND GRADERS 

 

Varicella (chickenpox) is a disease that is very contagious, and there continue to be outbreaks of the disease in Colorado as well as other states 

around the country.  As a result of continued outbreaks, even in children who have had one injection of Varicella vaccine, next year the state of 

Colorado requires a second dose of Varicella vaccine beginning at kindergarten as well as 1st and 2nd grade entry.  It is the responsibility of the par-

ents to provide an updated record of immunization to the school. 

It continues to be a rule, that if a child has had chickenpox disease, a laboratory test showing immunity or a documented disease history from a 

health care provider is acceptable.  In Colorado, children will need to have the appropriate documentation of two doses of Varicella vaccine at 

entry into Kindergarten, 1st and 2nd grade as well as the other vaccine requirements. 

If you do not wish your child to have this vaccine for personal or religious reasons, please sign a waiver that is available in the Health Room.  A 

medical exemption must be signed by a physician. 

Tdap:  REQUIRED FOR 6TH, 7TH, 8TH, 10TH, 11TH, AND 12th GRADERS 

Pertussis (whooping cough) can be a very serious disease in infants and small children.  It has been found that siblings who have Pertussis disease 

can frequently expose other children in the household.  Colorado ranks fifth of all states in the country with this disease.  Per Colorado state law, 

Tdap vaccine will be required for all 6th, 7th, 8th, 10th, 11, and 12th grade students the upcoming school year (09-10).  It is the responsibility of the 

parents to provide an updated record of immunization to the school.  If you do not wish your child to have this vaccine for personal or religious 

reasons, please sign a waiver that is available in the Health Room.  A medical exemption must be signed by a physician. 

 

Parents of 6th graders:  The most commonly used vaccine for Tdap in the Boulder area requires that the child be at least 11 years old.  If your child 

is entering 6th grade and is not yet 11, please check with your provider ahead of time to see if you will need to wait until the 11th birthday. 

 

 

NUEVOS REQUISITOS DE VACUNAS (08-09) 

 

2Û dosis de Varicela (viruela) OBLIGATORIA PARA TODOS LOS ESTUDIANTES DE KINDERGARTEN Y 1 o  y SEGUNDO GRADOS 

 

La varicela (viruela) es una enfermedad muy contagiosa de la que todavía se siguen dando casos en Colorado y en otros estados del país.  Como 

resultado de los continuos brotes aún en el caso de niños vacunados con una dosis de la vacuna contra la varicela, Colorado va a exigir el pr·ximo 

año que los niños que vayan a empezar kindergarten, primer y segundo grados se pongan una segunda dosis de la vacuna antes de entrar a la escue-

la.  Es la responsabilidad de los padres proporcionar un expediente actualizado de inmunizaciones a la escuela. 

La norma sigue siendo que los niños que hayan pasado la enfermedad deberán presentar los resultados de un análisis clínico que muestren inmuni-

dad o el comprobante de un médico o clínica sanitaria que lo verifique.  En Colorado los ni¶os necesitar§n tener el debido comprobante de haberse 

puesto las dos dosis de la vacuna al entrar a kindergarten, a primero y a segundo grado además de las otras vacunas obligatorias. 

Si no quieren que su hijo se ponga la vacuna por motivos personales o religiosos, por favor firmen un documento de exención que pueden obtener 

en la Enfermería.  La exención por motivos médicos debe ser firmada por un doctor. 

La Vacuna Tdap ES OBLIGATORIA PARA 6º, 7º, 8º, 10º, 11º y 12º GRADO 

La Tos Ferina puede ser una enfermedad muy seria entre los bebés y los niños de corta edad.  Se ha observado que con frecuencia los niños que 

tienen tos ferina pueden contagiar a sus hermanos.  Colorado es el quinto estado que más casos tiene de esta enfermedad en el país.  Por lo que se ha 

pasado una ley que exige que todos los estudiantes de 6º, 7º, 8º, 10, 11º y 12º grado se pongan la vacuna Tdap para el próximo año escolar 2009-10.  

Los padres son responsables de dar a la escuela el informe de vacunas de sus hijos.  Si no quieren que su hijo se ponga la vacuna por motivos perso-

nales o religiosos, por favor firmen un documento de exención que pueden obtener en la Enfermería.  La exención por motivos médicos debe ser 

firmada por un doctor. 

 

Padres de estudiantes de 6º grado: La vacuna Tdap más común en el área de Boulder precisa que los niños tengan cumplidos los 11 años.  Si su hijo 

va a entrar a 6º grado pero no tiene esta edad, por favor consulten con su médico para ver si necesitan esperar hasta que los cumpla.

3rd Grade Reading CSAP Results Released! 
School results of the CSAP for third grade reading were released May 1, 2009.  Third graders were assessed on how well they 

understood Colorado Reading Standard #1: Students read and understand a variety of reading materials.  This CSAP test included 

a variety of multiple-choice questions and short-constructed response questions that required written answers.   

The purpose of the CSAP is to provide the State a picture of student performance on state academic content standards for edu-

cators, policymakers, and the public and also to provide a context for improving public education.  This year, 91% of Eldorado K-8 

School third graders scored at proficient or above as compared to the stateõs average of 73% proficient and above.  The Boulder 

Valley School Districtõs average is 85% proficient and above. 

Well done, third graders at Eldorado K-8!  As always, our goal at Eldorado K-8 is to continue to reach all of our students to help 

them to be excellent readers.  As we continue our work with teaching reading strategies and skills to students, the staff salutes 

the third graders for a job well done, and a hearty thank you to all the dedicated teachers who have worked with these students.
