This year we’re excited to announce a new way to sign up for Fall Assessments. We are able to direct you to a
Google document and once there, you can sign yourselves up for times. There are two times available for each
grade, including kindergarten.

The assessment dates are:

Monday, August 17

Tuesday, August 18 and
Wednesday, August 19, (a.m.)

We’d like siblings to sign up for Friday, August 14 if possible, to help you all out with one day/time of assess-
ing.

Teachers will do reading assessments and a math assessment like we did last year.
We signed up families without e-mail access first.

Frequently asked questions:

What if we are on vacation during those dates?
Your child’s teacher will assess your child once school has started.

Why are we doing this before school?

This is a great opportunity for students to have some one-on-one time with their teachers and for us to get a
jump on reading/math assessments. When teaching starts, it’s harder to find the time to assess all the children.
It also lets us make preliminary reading group placements earlier.

What if I don’t get a sign-up time?
Your child’s teacher will assess your child once school has started.

Are we doing registration at this time also?
Yes, we’ll have helpers to assist you in signing all the needed paperwork for school, and you can also sign up
to help in classrooms and with other volunteer opportunities.

What should I bring to registration?
Mainly, we need emergency phone numbers, immunization records, physician/dentist information, insurance
information, and other contact information. It helps if you get this all together ahead of time.
