Students create a PowerPoint 

presentation with all the bells and whistles and then present it to the class for their final project.  I look forward to a 

new adventure in computers this quarter.

Immunizations are an important part of our children’s health care because they protect against vaccine prevent-

able diseases.   It is a state law that children in Colorado schools are to be properly immunized to be at school.  

If your child does not have the proper immunizations completed according to the Colorado Certificate of Immuni-

zation or we do not have current immunization records you will be receiving a Second Notice of Immuniza-

tion Requirement letter form the health room at Angevine.  You will have fourteen days upon receipt of the 

letter to provide proof of immunization to the school or your child may be excluded from school according to the 

Colorado Immunization law.  If immunizations are against your religious beliefs or your child cannot be immu-

nized for medical reasons or you have personal beliefs opposed to immunization, you must sign an exemption 

form.

Thriving During the Teenage Years 

The Two Most Dangerous Drugs Are Legal 

By Dr. Jan Hittelman 

It is always disturbing how many adolescents think alcohol and tobacco are safer because they are legal. Nothing could be 

further from the truth. As a parent it can be very challenging to protect our children from the temptation to experiment 

with alcohol and tobacco. Many would argue that alcohol and tobacco companies put tremendous effort into marketing to 

adolescents. We also know that early experimentation with alcohol and tobacco correlates with higher incidences of other 

risk behaviors including: use of illegal drugs, more likely to get into fights, carry weapons, attempt suicide, suffer from 

mental health problems such as depression, and engage in high-risk sexual behaviors. Not to mention the documented 

health risks associated with alcohol and tobacco use. We also know that when teens begin experimenting with alcohol and 

tobacco at a young age, they are significantly more likely to develop a lifelong addiction. 

Parents often underestimate their power in influencing the choices that their children make. Numerous studies indicate 

that when parents have ongoing conversations with their children about alcohol, tobacco, and other substances, their chil-

dren are 50 percent less likely to engage in these behaviors. We also need to be thoughtful about our modeling these be-

haviors to our children. 

The time to begin the discussion is now! 

For more information about what you can do as a parent to prevent these behaviors in your children, there will be a free 

panel discussion entitled: “Teen Alcohol & Tobacco Use: How to Address It” at the Meadows Branch Library (Foothills 

Parkway and Baseline Road, behind Safeway) on Monday, March 8 starting at 7:00 p.m.
