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Organization

This would be a good place to insert a short paragraph
about your organization.

A question and answer session is a
good way to quickly capture the at-
tention of readers. You can either
compile questions that you've received
since the last edition or you can sum-
marize some generic questions that
are frequently asked about your or-
ganization.

A listing of names and titles of man-
agers in your organization is a good
way to give your newsletter a personal
touch. If your organization is small,
you may want to list the names of all

If you have any prices
of standard products
or services, you can
include a listing of
those here. You may
want to refer your
readers to any other
forms of communica-
tion that you've cre-
ated for your organi-
zation.
