•  Mosaic is the name of Monarch’s yearbook

•  Ordering a YRBK

Staff members can pre-order a yearbook anytime before winter break from Shirley Nemanic, the treasurer.  Cost is $20.00.  Sometimes I have extra books at the end of the year.  If I do, I bring them to the staff BBQ at the end of the year to give away. However, I can’t guarantee I’ll have extra books, so if you REALLY want to be sure you have one in May, I highly recommend pre-ordering from Shirley.

•  Group Club Photos

Group photos for clubs will be Nov. 3 and Nov. 4 (block days) this year.  If you want your group’s picture in the yearbook you will need to sign up in advance.  There will be a sign-up sheet in the main office two weeks before this date.  We had a lot of problems last year with students “crashing” group photos, (meaning a group of kids were trying to get in on every group photo picture they could, regardless of whether they were in the group or not) so we are doing things a little different this year.  We are asking club sponsors to accompany group members in the group photo, and verify that all the students in the group photo are bonafide group members.  OR if this is not doable, we’re asking that you e-mail me an alphabetized list of group members, last name, first name prior to the photo date; I will print off this list and give it to the photographer.  Only the people on the list will be allowed in the group photo.
Sponsors, please help us make sure only actual club members are the photo – Thank you!

•  Sport Team Photos

The Nov. 3-4 date are NOT group TEAM photos dates for sports.  Coaches schedule their own team photos.  If you are a coach, we need an electronic copy of your team photos before winter break 1st semester, and by Monday, APRIL 4, 2010 for spring photos.  I realize this is an early date for some coaches, but the publishing company can’t deliver our books by the Stu Co BBQ unless we meet this deadline.  Inclusion of an accurate roster of the students on the team will help us immensely in identifying all the players in the photos.
•  Interviews

Although Yearbook meets 5th period this year and staff members will be doing most of their interviews during this time, there may also be times when they have arranged interviews during other period of the day.  If a yearbook staff member is going to interview a student in your class the staff member must give you at least a 24 hour written notice.  You will receive this notice in your box the day before the interview is scheduled (an official interview request form).  When yrbk staff members come to your room to get the student to do the interview, he or she should have a yrbk press pass.  Be aware of IMPOSTORS!  I have had notice of students who say they are on yearbook staff, and aren’t, coming to a teacher’s room to pull out their friends under the guise of a yrbk interview.  
Also please let me know if you ever have any problems with any of my staff members, either during an interview or otherwise.  They are trained to be focused, discreet and professional.  As a representative of this school, I expect their behavior to be exemplary when they’re conducting yearbook business.  I want to know about anyone whose behavior is not!

Please don’t e-mail photos to me.  My inbox gets overloaded and shuts down.  Instead, e-mail me and we will figure out how to get the pictures on a flash drive.  Or even better, use our community upload program by going to www.classscene.com.  You’ll need to register first.  Begin by entering the code “MOHIPICS”.  You’ll go to a registration page where you’ll need to enter your e-mail and create a password.  After that follow the prompts to upload photos!
•  FACEBOOK!

•  Distribution

Yearbooks are distributed the second week in May.  We usually start with seniors first and then distribute to everyone on the Friday of the Stu Co BBQ.  I will have specific dates and times for distribution posted around the building.  WE DO NOT SELL YEARBOOKS UNTIL THE WEEK OF FINAL EXAMS.  This is to insure that everyone who preordered a yearbook gets one, before we sell the leftovers.
