School Calendar
The complete Escuela Bilingüe Pioneer School calendar is included with this handbook.  Please mark your calendars at home with the dates for vacations, holidays, and parent teacher conferences.  Parents will be reminded through newsletters at least two weeks in advance when parent/teacher conference days and holidays are scheduled.  
Through out the school year professional development days are held to promote the professional growth of all teachers within the Boulder Valley School District.  Please check the school calendar so that you can make necessary childcare arrangements.  You will be reminded of these days in the school newsletter.
School Closings (Snow and other emergencies)

The Boulder Valley School District policy concerning closing school in inclement weather is as follows:

  1. Occasionally schools are closed for emergencies.  Mountain schools are closed according to mountain weather.  Schools in Boulder and east county are closed according to weather conditions there.

  2. The final decision is made by the Superintendent upon advice of the Transportation Supervisor and/or the other central administrators.  The principals are notified when the decision has been made.

  3.  The decision is made before 6:00 a.m. of the day affected and radio stations are notified so they can broadcast this information.  The official stations are KBCO (97.3 FM), KGNU (88.5 FM), KHOW (630 AM; 95.7 FM), KQKS (107.5 FM), KOSI (101.1 FM), KWBI (91.1 FM), KXKL (KOOL) (105.1 FM), KBVI (1490 AM), KOA (850 AM), KYGO (98.5 FM; 1600 AM), KKFN (950 AM), KBNO (1220 AM), KCFR (90.1 FM), KDKK (104.3 FM), and television stations 4, 7, and 9.  This is the only notification you may expect that the schools will be closed.

 4. Students, teachers and bus drivers are the only school personnel who are excused from attending on days when schools are closed due to inclement weather.  The administrative offices and the school offices may be kept open, whenever possible, with the principal, secretaries and the custodians on duty.

If possible we will open the Escuela Bilingüe Pioneer office no later than 7:30 a.m. on snow days so that we may take calls from you.  We ask your cooperation in watching the weather, listening to the radio or television and keeping your children home if you consider the conditions too dangerous for them to be out.

Mid-day closings of Boulder Valley schools are not feasible because many parents are at work making it impossible to notify them that their children are being sent home early.  For safety reasons, all children will be kept at the school until regular dismissal time once they have arrived at the school.  The exception is afternoon kindergarten sessions, which may be canceled if weather conditions are worsening throughout the day.

Academic Assessments
The Colorado Student Assessment Program (CSAP) tests measure progress toward content standards in reading and writing (3rd, 4th and 5th), and math (5th).  CSAP tests will be administered in March and April.  The results of the 3rd grade CSAP assessments will be distributed before the end of the school year.  Fourth and fifth CSAP results are delivered the following fall and discussed during fall parent-teacher conferences.  Parents may make an appointment to come in to school and review this data with the principal or teacher in the fall.  A nationally norm referenced mathematics test (Terra Nova) is also given to third grade students.  Again, this information is available the following fall.  The School Improvement Team reports collective school data to all school families each year. 

In addition, individual reading assessments are administered during the school year.  The results of these assessments are shared with parents during conference periods.  These assessments vary from grade to grade and are selected to be developmentally appropriate for individual reading abilities.

Arrival Time/ Parent Drop Off

Children should arrive at the school between 8:45 and 9:00 a.m. The playground is not supervised before this time.  Parents are asked to drop students off by the west parking lot near the crosswalk by the recreation center. Do not leave parked cars at curbside.  Violators may be ticketed.  If you need to park your vehicle, please use the parking lot by the recreation center or the back parking lot by the east end of the building.  Please do not park in front of the dumpsters.  Parents driving their children should be sure that they do not have to cross any moving traffic to safely arrive at the sidewalk area.  From the bus drop off or side walk areas students can safely walk to the playgrounds before school on their own. Students enter the school through the exterior doors by the playground or main front entrance. The bell bringing students into the building rings at 8:55 a.m.  Students should not enter the classroom without their teachers before 9:00 a.m. unless they have specific business approved by teachers or office staff. We need to assure adequate supervision for children at all times.

Attendance and Reporting of Absences

Children who attend school regularly perform much better in academic areas and are motivated to succeed in school.  School district policy requires that students be in school unless they are too ill to attend.  A student who has more than 8 days of unexcused absences (need not be consecutive days) during a school year is in violation of the state attendance law.  If parents communicate the significance of good attendance, children will understand that coming to school is very important.

When students are absent from school, parents are asked to notify the office between 8:00 and 9:30 a.m. on the day of the absence by calling the school office at 303-447-5471.  Please leave a message any time of the day or evening including:  child’s name, teacher, grade, date of absences, reason.  If no call is received about an absent student by 9:45 a.m., office personnel will make an attempt to contact the parent at home.  Messages will be left on home answering machines.  It may not always be possible to continue phone calls to the parent's place of work if no one is at home.

Parents who know in advance that their child will be absent are asked to send a note to the office prior to the date(s) of the absence.  Students will be expected to make up work missed during periods of absence.  Allowances will be made to adjust assignments and deadlines when students are ill.  Please do not plan extended family trips during regularly scheduled school days.  Provision of assignments during such absences is at the discretion of the classroom teacher.  Extended absences can be very disruptive to a child's educational program. Good attendance is also important for our school funding.  BVSD has one official attendance count day.  This is October 1, 2003. Our school goal is 97-100% average daily attendance.  Prompt school attendance is expected.  Tardy students must report to the office and may be asked to make up missed school time during recess periods.

Except in the event of medical appointments, children are expected to attend all scheduled days of school.  Removing students from school on a regular basis for music lessons, gymnastics, or other such activities may cause them to fall behind and is strongly discouraged. Students will not be allowed to leave the school grounds from the time they arrive, by foot, by bicycle or on the school bus, until school is dismissed at 3:30 p.m. Law enforcement authorities will be contacted for any child who is not picked-up by the office closing time at 4:30 p.m.  Children cannot be left unattended and unsupervised after office personnel leave.  This policy is for the protection of your child(ren).

When a child is to stay after school, prior arrangements for transportation and supervision must be made between student, parent and appropriate school personnel.  If a student would like to go home with a friend, either walking or by bus, he/she must have written permission in advance from the parents involved.  Under no circumstances may students make these arrangements during the school day, nor will they be permitted to phone home for such purposes.  

Parents may phone the school to relay emergency messages to students regarding changes in plans for transportation home.  These messages must be received prior to 2:30 p.m.

Parents may pick up their child at any time during the school day, but they must report to the school office to sign the child out of school. Students will be released from the office.  Teachers may not directly release students. Only parents (or adults authorized by parents that are listed on the emergency card) may sign children out of school during the school day.  Students may be taken out of school by someone other than their parent only when written permission of the parent has been provided in advance.  Proof of identification may be requested.  Please alert school administrators to court restraining orders and provide a copy of the official document.  Without legal documentation we cannot restrict pick-up by a non-custodial parent.

Bike Riding to School
Scooters, skate-boards and bikes cannot be ridden on school grounds. The wearing of helmets is strongly encouraged.  Bikes should be locked on the bike rack.  Skate shoes may not be used at school.
Bus Assignments

Bus assignments are made according to the bus routes established each year.  Information about bus routes is available by calling the school office or the Lafayette transportation center at 447-5126.

Students assigned to buses are to ride the same bus each day.  If a change is necessary for them to go home with a friend or to a sitter, they must bring a signed note from home.  The student should show this note to the school office for approval and then present it to the bus driver on the way home.  

Transportation is available on a space available basis for non ESL students.  A request to the district must be made in advance.  In general, requests will not be approved for several weeks after school starts in the fall.  Applications are available in the office.

Bus Rules

The trip to school begins when the children leave home.  They need a safe route to the bus stop.  Children should be on time and not have to run for the bus.  While waiting at the bus stop, they should respect the property around them.  There must be no playing in the road.  Children should line up to board the bus.  When getting off the bus after school, children who must cross the street should walk ten feet in front of the bus, wait for the driver to signal that it is safe to cross, and also look both ways before crossing.

The bus driver must be obeyed at all times while students are under his/her supervision.  A copy of the bus rules will be given to all students at the beginning of each school year.  

The most frequent problems experienced on school buses include students being out of their seats while the bus is in motion, students not keeping their hands to themselves, students creating excessive noise on the bus, students engaging in aggressive behavior towards others and students not sitting in assigned seats.  None of these behaviors will be tolerated at Escuela Bilingüe Pioneer.

In general, rule violations will be dealt with on an individual basis between rider and driver.  If a problem continues, a written misconduct report will be made to the school office, parents will be called, and the school officials will determine the appropriate action or discipline. Repeated bus infractions will result in suspension of bus riding privileges.  It will then be the responsibility of parents to arrange for transportation.

Bus transportation is provided to school in the morning for AM kindergartners approved by transportation and from school in the afternoon for PM kindergartners.  Parents must pick their children up at 

11:55 a.m. or drop their children off at 12:40 p.m.

Dress Code

Students are to dress in clothing that is neat and appropriate and is not disruptive to the learning process in the class room.  Students may not wear shirts that contain obscenities, advertisements for alcohol, tobacco, inappropriate products, etc.  Students may not wear bare midriffs, strapless tops, backless shirts, immodest or revealing clothing (skirts, shirts, etc.), and there shall be no visible underwear.  Appropriate discretion is expected.  Students who are dressed inappropriately will be asked to change into alternative clothing or be sent home.  Appropriate footwear is required to be worn at all times, i.e., shoes inside, boots outside for snowy days, tennis shoes for gym.  Children should have winter hats, mittens and boots in cold weather.  Families needing clothing assistance are encouraged to contact the office.  Colorado weather is highly variable so children should be prepared each day for some radical changes in temperature and weather conditions!

Drop Off/Pick Up

The drop off/pick up area on the west side of the building requires considerable cooperation in order to keep it safe for all students. The following are agreements that we ask all drivers to follow.  Please help support these agreements!

-Cars pulling up parallel to the sidewalk are not to be left unattended.  We will be putting warning notes on these cars and calling for a tow truck.  Parents wanting to come into the school need to park in a designated parking space.

-Cars need to pull forward past (north of) the crosswalk and curve.

-No double parking along pick up area.

-Students should only cross at the crosswalk.  It is very dangerous for students to cross between cars.

The east parking lot, where the buses drop off and pick up, also poses safety hazards.  Parents should only be parking if they are going to pick students up from classrooms or are willing to get out of their cars and cross students through the lot.  Particularly in the afternoon, it is very dangerous for students to be crossing on their own through the lot to get to cars. 

Emergency Preparation

Children practice exiting the building in the event of a fire.  We also complete a bad weather drill so children know safety procedures for weather conditions such as tornados.  Additionally we practice securing classrooms or the school in the case of a potentially dangerous situation.

In case of an injury, our Emergency Response Team responds to determine the extent of injury and need for further intervention.  All ERT personnel hold current CPR and first aide certification.  

Field Trips

Each grade level takes one or more fields trips per year in the Boulder or Denver area, foothills or mountains west of Boulder.  In addition, various walking trips may be taken in the neighborhood area.  These trips may last either a half-day or a whole day.  Teachers send home notes describing the trip ahead of time and requesting parent permission to participate.  The cost of some field trips may be offset by fees charged to students.  A student is never eliminated from participating based on financial reasons.  Frequently parents are invited to attend the trip as volunteer helpers.  For safety reasons, when packing a lunch for a field trip, no glass bottles should be included.  If parents prefer that students not attend a field trip, alternative academic activities will be provided for the student within the school environment.  Students are not excused from school when such a situation occurs.

Transportation is provided through school buses or using private transportation.  When private vehicles are utilized the driver must be 21 years of age, properly licensed and adequately insured.  The “Field Trips in Private Vehicles” form must be completed and approved by the principal.

All participating students must begin and end the field trip at the school building.  Before departing any location, the supervising teacher must make sure, using adequate attendance and monitoring procedures, that all participating students are present or otherwise accounted for.  
Health Care

Please keep your emergency phone numbers on file in the office up to date at all times.

The part-time health room assistant maintains health records on all pupils, coordinates hearing and eyesight checks and consults with parents on health problems.  The assistant is also responsible for enforcement of the state regulation that requires all children attending Colorado schools to have completed the Norman Series of immunizations.  Parents must bring records of their children's immunizations to the school at the time of registration.  Students registering from a school outside Colorado are allowed 60 days to receive immunizations or to bring in records.  There have been additions to the Colorado state immunization law. Physicals are required for entering K and 4th grades and any students new to the district. A Hepatitis B vaccination is needed to enter K.

Students who become sick or are injured will be sent to the health room to be attended to by the Health Room Aide or the office staff.  When fever is present or an injury requires medical attention, parents will be called to pick up their child.  In milder cases, children will be allowed to rest in the Health Room for a short period of time.  

Homework Policy

The homework policy at Pioneer is in line with district policy (#IKB).  Copies are available in the atrium.

Homework will support student learning and be related to the classroom curriculum.  Approximate time expectations are 10-45 minutes grades K-3 and 30-60 minutes grades 4-5.  If students have worked on an assignment for the expected amount of time and are not finished, parents are always welcome to write a letter to the teacher to that effect.  It is very important that homework time be spent in a positive manner and we are always willing to work with families to make adjustments if this time is becoming a struggle.

At Pioneer, the priority for homework time is reading.  Kindergarten homework is reading, as assigned by the literacy teachers.  All first through firth grade classroom  or literacy teachers will send book bags or books home on a daily basis, with the expectation that students will read for 10-30 minutes as assigned by grade level.  Reading will be logged in the student’s book log.  Book bags need to be returned to the school each day. 

 Teachers will communicate homework assignments on daily or weekly assignment sheets.  In the upper grades, students may have a notebook for recording assignments.  Parents at all grade levels will be informed about grade level expectations through the classroom newsletter.  Teachers at each grade level will work together to assign a reasonable amount of homework. Homework assignments will be connected to classroom lessons and may include practice assignments including math facts and handwriting. Assignments may vary according to student ability.

It is helpful if parents can help students structure their time so that homework is done on a consistent basis at a comfortable location in the home.  It is also suggested parents have a system in place for students to remember their work and book bags in the morning.

As a reminder to parents, homework help is available at the Lafayette Public Library.   

Please contact your student’s classroom teacher at any time if you have concerns about homework.

Insurance Coverage
Families who do not have medical or accident insurance are urged to purchase the student insurance coverage offered by the BVSD.  Students can be insured for all school related activities during the school day for approximately $ 1.00 per year. When accidents happen to students at school, medical assistance is frequently sought.  Adequate insurance coverage is highly recommended.
Internet and Computer Use

Students have access to computers in the classroom for individual use.  For larger groups of students, we have a computer lab.  Specific computer skills are taught to each grade level.  The internet is used for research, particularly in the upper level grades.  Internet use must occur under the direct visual supervision of a staff member.  Inappropriate use of the internet will result in suspension of computer privileges for that student.

Library and Reading Is Fundamental Program

The library is utilized on a regular basis by all students in K-5th grades.  It is open to individual students throughout the school day.  Information skills, which integrate with the curriculum, are cooperatively planned and taught by the Media Specialist and classroom teachers.  All classes will come regularly for library instruction.  We have a fully-automated library system.  Students are issued their own Library Card.  There is a 25 cent fee to replace a lost card.  Students are responsible for the cost of replacing any books that are lost when checked out in their name.  Parents will be notified periodically of overdue books.  Throughout the year, students may receive some free books to keep through the Reading Is Fundamental program.  We appreciate parent volunteers in our library.  Please contact our media specialist, Nando Gonzalez, for more information.

Lost and Found

A lost and found is maintained in the main office (small, valuable items) or in a wooden box located on the school cafeteria stage (particularly clothing) throughout the school year.  Parents are encouraged to check frequently for lost items.  Each year a number of items are unclaimed by pupils and are given to charity.  Students should have their names on all clothing and other items brought to school.  The lost and found box will be cleared out at least three times a year (during fall and spring conferences and summer vacation).

Lunch Program and Snacks

A 45 minute lunch period, including a recess, is provided for students.  Hot lunches are served daily.  Milk and juices are sold each day.  Prices are included on the monthly menu.  A monthly menu is sent home at the first of each month.  Students may buy lunch each day or bring money to school to pay for several lunches. Students may bring a lunch from home or purchase a school lunch.  Please send a reasonable amount of food for the age of your child.  Students who bring a cold lunch are not allowed to share items from their lunch with other children. This ensures that the child eats the lunch intended by his/her parent.   It also prevents children with food allergies from receiving foods they should not ingest. We will encourage children to eat the lunch provided but cannot force the children to eat.  Checks should be made to Boulder Valley Schools.  We debit your child’s account when they select a school lunch.    If your child is allergic to milk, she/he needs to bring a doctor’s written statement to substitute milk for juice. 

A free or reduced-cost hot lunch program is available for eligible families through a federally funded program.  Parents may apply any time during the school year by filling out a special form and returning it to the school office.  Parents are encouraged to inquire about these guidelines. 

Medications
Both prescription and over-the-counter medicines can be given by the health room assistant only if they are accompanied by a special written release form signed by the doctor and the parent.  This green form is included in the first week packet of information.  The dosage from the doctor must be on the original prescription bottle.  All medication must be brought to the office by the parent. Never send medications to school with your child as medications could be lost or given to another child.  At school, medications are kept in a locked medicine cabinet.  Medications can be kept in the health room refrigerator if need be. 

Money and Personal Property

Personal property brought to school should be kept to an absolute minimum. All articles of clothing should be labeled clearly with the student's name in ink so that if it is lost or misplaced it may be returned to its owner.  We do not allow toys or personal belongings (cards, collections, etc.) to be brought to school.  Students may not bring portable radios, walkman sets, c.d.’s or cassette tapes to school without prior permission of their teachers. 

Newsletters and Friday Folders
The school newsletter will keep parents informed about the school calendar, lunch menus and information about all school programs.  The newsletter is sent home with each student the second Friday of every month in their Friday Folders.  In addition, teachers send home classroom newsletters weekly or twice a month.

Parents are encouraged to send notes to the teachers about any concerns they have either with school or at home.  Teachers appreciate having a better understanding of their students and welcome comments and questions from parents.  Please determine with your child’s teacher the best means of communication:  Friday folder communication log, e-mail, voice mail.

Every student will have a "Friday Folder".  These will be used to carry home school and classroom newsletters, progress reports, notes from teachers, student work, announcements.  Please review the contents each week and return the Friday Folder on Monday.  

Parents may request to conference with teachers and staff at any time and are always welcome to visit the school to observe our programs. 

It is requested that parents schedule visits with individual teachers if they have questions about daily classroom routines.  Parents should keep in mind that during the school day the teacher's primary responsibility is to the entire class and they cannot confer at length about an individual child.  Conferences can be arranged before and after school.

Visitors should always check in at the office when visiting classrooms, the cafeteria and playground.  We require that all visitors wear badges handed out in the office, sign the visitor roster, and return the badge before leaving school.  Parents are always welcome as classroom visitors or helpers.  Please do not try to have casual chats with a teacher during class time.

Non Discrimination Policy

The Boulder Valley School District does not discriminate against anyone in the school system on the basis of race, age, marital status, creed, color, sex, disability or national origin.  The Boulder Valley School District will not tolerate discrimination, harassment, or violence against anyone, including students and staff members, regardless of race, ethnicity, gender, sexual orientation, age, disability or religion.

Questions or concerns should be addressed to the principal.

If you have special needs due to a disability, and wish to request accommodations in order to participate in a school activity, please notify the Principal of the school or Central office at (303) 447-1010 at least two (2) days in advance of the event so that appropriate arrangements for reasonable accommodations may be made.

PTA 
All parents are welcome and encouraged to attend monthly PTA meetings.  We have a potluck before each meeting and childcare is provided. Reminder notes are sent home before each meeting. Meetings are held alternately in Spanish and English, with translation.  Minutes from each meeting are published in the school newsletter.

Pets

Cats and dogs are not allowed in the school or on school property.  Animals of educational interest are allowed in the classroom with prior permission of the classroom teacher and when accompanied by the owner.  Animals may not be transported on the school bus. Unsupervised animals seen on school grounds will be reported to the Animal Control Officer for removal.

Recess

All students have an outdoor recess period in combination with lunch.  The decision to remain inside for recess due to inclement weather is made by the principal and staff member supervising the playground.  

Children should come adequately dressed for outside recess every day.  Most teachers will also provide a supervised 15 minute recess in the morning and/or afternoon

Report Cards 

Report cards are sent home in January and at the end of the school year.  Please contact the classroom teacher if you have any comments or concerns.
School Age Childcare (SAC)

Escuela Bilingüe Pioneer offers before and after school childcare in cooperation with Community Schools.  This program is provided in the mornings from 7:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. and again after school from 

3:30 p.m. to 6:00 p.m.  For further information or registration please call 303-499-1125, Ext. 238.  

SIT (School Improvement Team)

The School Improvement Team is composed of parents, teachers, the principal, other school staff and community members.  Part of the Colorado's educational accountability program, SIT goals and objectives build and strengthen Escuela Bilingüe Pioneer for students' success. This team will also help us prepare for the accreditation process that occurs every five years.  Meetings are held on a regular basis and are open to the parents and the public.  

Telephones
The school phones may be used by students only for calling home on school related business. Permission must be obtained from a staff member before using the school phones.

All teachers have a voice mail extension.  When parents phone during school hours they may request to leave a phone message for the teacher by being transferred to the teacher’s voice mail.  Teachers typically check for messages at the end of the school day.  Most teachers have an e-mail address as well.
Volunteers
The school encourages parents to volunteer.  Volunteers are needed to work at all levels and with classroom programs, under the supervision of the teacher.  Volunteers are also welcome in the library, and the health room.

At Escuela Bilingüe Pioneer, we are seeking a strong Volunteer Program Coordinator  to organize the volunteer effort.  Parents will be asked to complete a form about their volunteer interests, and about personal interests that might be shared with classes or groups of students.  Parents are encouraged to complete these forms because it is our belief that all parents have something to offer and no matter what it is, it is always appreciated!  Anyone in the school community or outside of it is encouraged to contact the school office. All school volunteers need to sign a community volunteer Confidentiality Agreement (available in the office).

Escuela Bilingüe Pioneer Time to Think Policy
The Pioneer Time To Think policy is used for the following serious behaviors: hurtful, physical behavior, foul or abusive language (put downs), disrespect for a person or property, and bullying or threatening.  Students who may have been involved in an incident come to the office to fill out a report.  They are asked to tell what they did and how they will change their behavior the next time.  Generally students meet with the principal and parents are called any time after the first infraction.  A copy of the report is always mailed home and parents are asked to comment and return it, signed, to the office.  Parents are always welcome to call the office with questions.  The principal also helps groups of students to solve problems by using the school mediation process.

· No Food or Gum

· One person at a time on a swing and come to a complete stop before getting off.

· No bike riding, roller blading or scooters on school grounds.

· Bike rack area is off limits during the school day.

Respect the rights of others:

· When someone says "No" listen and honor his/her right to say "No".

· Ask a supervisor for help if you need it.

· Share the equipment.

· Tackle football, wrestling and roughhousing are not allowed at any time.

· No one may throw or kick rocks, dirt, sand, snowballs, sticks or any other objects (that is not playground equipment) which could hurt another.

· To reenter the building during recess, ask for a pass from a supervisor.

CONSEQUENCES
· For inappropriate use of equipment and violation of playground rules, a student will sit in "time-out" for the remainder of recess.
· For conflicts between students, students will use their conflict resolution strategies with help from a peer mediator, another student or supervisor.
· For extreme behaviors or persistent problems there will be office intervention and "time to think" report will be filled out.  Extreme behaviors include:  Hurtful physical behavior, Foul/abusive language (put downs), Taking another's property/Damage or destruction of school or personal property, Defiance of rightful authority
Boulder Valley School District Student Conduct Policy

In school or on outings, students are expected to conduct themselves maturely and act with due regard for their supervisor, for the educational purpose underlying all school activities, for the widely shared use of school property, and for the rights and welfare of other students.  The Boulder Valley School District's policy states:

1.
Student conduct shall at all times reflect consideration for the rights and privileges of others; cooperation with all members of the school community is required.

2.
Students shall maintain high personal standards of courtesy, decency, morality and honesty in their relationships with others.

3.
Students shall respect constituted authority. This includes conformance to school regulations and those provisions of law applicable to the conduct of juveniles or minors.

4.
Diligence in study and achievement commensurate with ability is expected of all students.  Respect for scholarship should be encouraged and scholastic integrity shall be maintained.  Students are expected to be prompt and regular in their attendance of school and classes and are responsible for work missed due to unexcused tardiness or absence.

5.
No student shall engage in or encourage activity that disrupts or poses a clear and convincing threat of disruption of the school operations or interference with the rights of others.

6. No student shall engage in or encourage activity that would tend to harm the personal safety and security of any other person. The Boulder Valley School District will not tolerate discrimination, harassment or violence against anyone regardless of race, ethnicity, gender, sexual orientation, age, disability, religion or national origin.  

7.
Students shall refrain from using, possessing, buying, or selling alcohol, tobacco, narcotics or other dangerous or restricted drugs.  School Board Policy outlines suspension or expulsion disciplinary action in such cases.

8. Knives, sharp objects or weapons of any kind will not be tolerated at Escuela Bilingüe Pioneer. These weapons will be confiscated immediately.  Parents will be contacted and legal action taken if deemed necessary by the principal.  Possession of weapons in school could be grounds for immediate suspension and possible expulsion.
