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For your summative assessment on the Independence of Mexico, you will be asked to give an oral history of Mexican History, and explain how Mexican History connects one moment in time to another.

Process:   After you have heard the history of Mexico from Mr. Pilger, you will now need to tell it back to me in story form.  

You will be put into groups of 4 to 6 people.   Your group will FIRST use your notes to decide what parts of the oral history of Mexico was the most important and wants to discuss.  This could be the time when Mexico gained its independence, when Mexico fought the United States of America for land, soldaderas, or the Mexican revolution and the break up of the Haciendas.

Once your group decides on the parts of history you are focusing on, then you can break that specific time period up so each person has a ONE focus on which they will tell their part in history.
What will need to be included?
1. Each group will need to have an 8-12 min. oral history speech.  That means each person will need to talk for 2 minutes on their topic.

2. Each group member’s topic will have connected with the one before it and after it.

3. Each group will have a meaningful relic from their time period that is passed to the person that is speaking.  No one in the group can talk without this relic in their hand.

4. Each person in the group will need to tell the story they heard in class, but they must also add some history not told in class.  This means each person will need to do some research on their own to enhance the learning of the class.  This information should be ¼ to 1/3 of your whole speech.
5. Each group will need to come up with a visual representation of the history that will was told during their presentations.  This could be a poster, flow chart, a comic strip, a mural, PowerPoint, etc. Each group member will also need to be in costume.  Mr. Pilger has some costumes to borrow.
6. Students will be graded on their own oral historical telling of Mexico, and how their points connect to the points before and after it.  Students will not have to turn-in a written assignment for this project, but students will need to write their notes down and read from a script, bullet points, or note cards so they keep on track and don’t forget important information.
