Appoint Land Grants
· Land given to a colonist by a government

· The best land were given to the rich Spanish land owners

· The less desirable land was set aside for the native populations.

· Small number of people gained control over almost all of the good land.
Cause and Effect #1
· How did Spanish Land Grants effect the native populations?

Haciendas

· A large estate, such as a ranch or plantation.  Sometimes thousands of square miles in size

· Usually had a portion for farming, another for grazing animals, and a third with trees for wood.

· Hacienda took the natives land and forced them to work and live on the haciendas.

· Debt peonage- A system in which workers are held for service until they can pay off their debts.

Missions
· A settlement that was established by religious leaders as a safe place for settlers, and natives to work and worship.

· These missions were set up all over present day Mexico, California, Arizona, New Mexico, Texas, Central and South America
