Dear Broomfield Parents: 
 
Each year, our staff and SAC (School Accountability Committee) engage in dedicated work to 
develop school goals.  This year, our reporting format has changed.  We are documenting all of 
our work on the Colorado’s Unified Improvement Plan for Schools 2011-2012 (UIP).  Beginning 
in August, staff at Broomfield High School began the process of sifting through data generated 
by CSAP, ACT, and the BVSD designed surveys from parents, staff and students.  Staff looked at 
trends over time and examined the data at the individual student level in preparation for the 
first day of school.  These results were also compared to trends seen in the district’s non-CSAP 
assessments.  In addition to these indicators, staff also analyzed our semester D’s and F’s in all 
content areas and the results of our 2011 Advanced Placement Exams. 
 
Both positive and negative trends were discovered in our viewing of the data.  The most 
positive finding was the academic growth displayed in Mathematics. As a reminder:  a score of 
50 indicates a year’s growth.  In this area, the overall median percentile growth on the CSAP 
rose from 49 to 61.  Our 9th grade students exhibited a growth rate 13.5 points from 47.5 to 61.  
Our 10th grade students faired equally as well, growing 12 points from 49 to 61.  Consistently 
strong showings were also seen in CSAP Writing where the overall percentile growth rose from 
51 to 52 with 9th grade students growing from 52 to 53 and 10th grade students growing from 
50 to 52.  Three subgroups with strong showings with a median percentile growth category in 
Writing were 9th grade ELL students (56), 10th grade SPED students (57.5), and 9th grade Meal 
Assistance (57) 
 
Negative trends primarily revolved around the areas of Reading and Science.  Reading, in both 
Academic Achievement (Status) and Academic Growth, showed consistent downward trends.  
In the area of Academic Achievement, the percent of proficient and above in 9th grade has 
dropped from 80% to 75% since 2009.  Likewise, in 10th grade, the percent of proficient and 
above dropped from 84% to 79%.  The 79% score, however, was an increase from the score of 
75% in 2010. Academic Growth showed a median percentile drop overall from 53.5% in 2009 to 
44% in 2011.  In Science, our data indicates a downward trend from 2009 when 63 % of 
students were proficient and above and in 2011 only 55% met that standard. 
 
Attached to the outcomes surrounding CSAP were negative affects regarding the achievement 
of Annual Yearly Progress (AYP). Consistently prior to 2008, Broomfield High students achieved 
AYP.  After failing to meet AYP in 2008, we achieved enough growth to meet the 2009 
standards.  However, for the past two years, we have declined in targets met for AYP.  In 2010, 
28 of 32 (87.5%) targets were met.  In 2011, only 22 of 29 (76%) targets were met.  This 
information will help prompt the improvement plan for 2011-2012 
 
Other areas considered showed steady results or have not produced trends to this point.  The 
ACT Composite scores remained relatively steady at 22.2 compared to 22.5 in 2010.  The 
number of students earning D’s or F’s dropped in five of the seven major departments.  Slight 
improvement was seen on the district assessments in non-CSAP areas.  Advanced Placement 
Test results were also examined. 
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Perhaps the most confusing data was that attached to the various surveys we 
administered.  Overall, the student survey stayed flat with its positive results.  Areas the 
school made a conscious effort to improve did not occur.  Bullying and harassment 
issues continue to be a concern for our students, particularly our students of color.  On 
question 9 (If bullied/harassed/discriminated against there is an adult at school with 
whom I can talk) white students improved 4 percentage points from 64% to 68%, while 
students of color responded positively at a steady 51%.  On question 46 (Adults help if 
they see someone being bullied or harassed) positive white student responses dropped 
from 59% to 55%.  Students of color also dropped from 48% to 43%. 
 
Also confusing were results derived from the Parent Survey and the Staff Survey.  
Parents, almost universally, had high regard for the work being done at Broomfield High 
School.  While only 26% of parents responded, clear trends have been generated and 
our results, when compared with other district schools, are quite encouraging.  The staff 
had a much different view.  Drops were seen in a number of areas and the results, by in 
large, are considerably lower than the district’s results.  
  
In addition to staff reviewing the data, parents and community members have been 
diligent in assisting the school as we studied our data.  A large contingent of our School 
Accountability Committee (SAC) attended the district run training in September to look 
at protocols and expectations.  To date, we have held two SAC meetings in which all 
school data has been reviewed and recommendations made to be considered for this 
report and our focus for the year. 
 
Our staff has been highly engaged in implementing school-wide and department goals.  
Training was held in identifying root causes and protocols put in place to guide the work 
of the individual departments.  Beginning this fall, dedicated time each week has been 
made available for departments to generate improvement plans, common assessments, 
and strategies to meet the individual student needs.  The work during this collaboration 
time has drawn staff closer together and has generated a new enthusiasm for working 
with our students. 
This work is ongoing and I invite you to get involved.  Our next SAC meeting will be on 
November 7 at 3:30 pm in the Library Reference Room.  If you would like a copy of our 
UIP report, please let me know and I am happy to send you the draft copy.

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EXPLORE, PLAN AND ACT . . . . . . 

The PLAN and EXPLORE test will be given November 5, 2011 from 7:45 – 11:30.  Registration closes on 
November 3, 2011. The EXPLORE is the first part of a testing system that goes on to include the PLAN and the 
ACT.  Typically, students take EXPLORE in the 9th grade, PLAN as 10th graders and ACT as juniors and seniors.  
We recommend that students who are taking Advanced Geometry and/or Advanced Biology as freshmen take the 
PLAN rather than the EXPLORE.  All other freshmen are strongly encouraged to take the EXPLORE.

To register for the PSAT, EXPLORE or PLAN bring cash or a check made payable to BHS to the Counseling Office. 
Please write a separate check for each test. (Please see a counselor if you have a financial hardship.) 

All junior students are required by the state to take the ACT on April 24, 2012.  Counselors will register students 
for that exam. Counselors recommend that students take the ACT more than once, ideally in June of junior year 
and/or September, October of senior year. Register for any additional ACT exams at www.actstudent.org.

This is the time of year that parents and students start receiving mail that offers scholarship money.  How do you 
know if it is a legitimate organization or a fraud?  Here are some tips to recognize the good from the bad. 

Scam 

• States you’ve won an award for which you didn’t apply. 
• No valid contact information is supplied. 
• Guarantees you will win an award. 
• Asks for money, credit card numbers, or checking account information to “hold” the scholarship. 

A legitimate scholarship service 
• When you request it, information about awards is sent to you. 
• Contact information is available upon request. 
• Does not guarantee you will win an award. 
• Does not direct you to a fee-based provider because financial aid information is readily available for free. 
• Be caution of organizations that promise to complete your “paperwork” for you or offer college counseling 

services for a fee.  Many of the services you receive are offered for FREE through the Counseling Office 
and can be easily accessed through Naviance/Family Connection.  For more information, please contact 
the Counseling Office.

ADEQUATE YEARLY PROGRESS . . . . . .  

Because our district receives federal Title I funds, our school is required to make Adequate Yearly Progress as 
defined in the No Child Left Behind Act.  Our school did not make Adequate Yearly Progress this year, but did meet 
76% of the targets it was judged on.  Overall, we were judged on 29 targets of which we met 22.  Although this 
will not affect funding or the operation of our school, we will consider Adequate Yearly Progress in the goals we set 
for the current year.

Parent Engagement Network presents:    Thriving During the Teenage Years 
TACKLING TECHNOLOGY

In the fast-paced world of ever-evolving technology, it is difficult for parents to keep up. Children are spending 
more time in the virtual world resulting in less time for old-fashioned pursuits like having a face-to-face

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conversation, playing outside, or going for a bike ride. The speed of this technological evolution often outpaces a 
parent’s ability to develop effective strategies to address it.    

While we cannot stop technological progress, here are some suggestions to consider: 

• Consider your own behavior: How much time do you spend in front of a screen, talking on your cell phone, 
or watching TV? Like it or not we are the role models for our children and need to try and practice what we 
preach. 

• Create technology-free days: Consider setting aside time in the evenings and/or the weekends for 
everyone in the family to turn off cell phones, iPods, televisions, videogames, computers, etc. and actually 
interact with each other.  

• Discuss technology etiquette: Make sure that your children understand appropriate uses of technology in 
terms of treating others with respect and only communicating in ways that would make you proud. 

• Make technology a privilege, not a right: Consider having your child earn technology time as a function of 
meeting their responsibilities at home and in school. Imagine if every hour of technology was a function of 
actually interacting with others in the real world without plugging in to something. 

• Develop family rules regarding technology: Include your children in discussions about turning their 
phones off after a certain time at night, how much is too much daily screen time, the importance of other 
activities like exercise and in-person social interaction, as well as how to prioritize other responsibilities with 
leisure pursuits. 

• Keep a realistic perspective: Remember that part of your difficulty with accepting all of this technology is 
that it is more foreign to you than it is to your children. When I was a child it certainly seemed like a simpler 
time for parents.  Back then parents were in fear of rock and roll music, confident that it would unravel the 
fiber of civilization. Somehow we survived that as well.

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Parent Engagement Network presenta:  Superando con éxito los años de la adolescencia 
LA LUCHA CONTRA LA TECNOLOGÍA

En el vertiginoso mundo de la tecnología en constante evolución, es difícil para los padres mantener el ritmo.  Los 
niños pasan más tiempo en el mundo virtual, lo que resulta en menos tiempo para viejas actividades como tener 
una conversación cara a cara, jugar al aire libre, o dar un paseo en bicicleta.  La velocidad de esta evolución 
tecnológica a menudo sobrepasa la capacidad de los padres para desarrollar estrategias efectivas para hacerle 
frente.  Aun cuando no podemos detener el progreso tecnológico, aquí hay algunas sugerencias para tener en 
cuenta: 

• Considere su propia conducta: ¿Cuánto tiempo pasa delante de una pantalla, hablando por teléfono celular, 
o viendo televisión?  Nos guste o no somos modelos para nuestros hijos y necesitamos practicar lo que 
predicamos. 

• Establezca días libres sin la tecnología: Considere fijar una hora por las tardes y / o los fines de semana 
para toda la familia y apagar los teléfonos celulares, los iPods, los televisores, los videojuegos, las 
computadoras, etc. y en realidad interactuar los unos con los otros. 

• Discuta la etiqueta de la tecnología: Asegúrese de que sus hijos comprendan el uso adecuado de la 
tecnología en términos de tratar a los demás con respeto y sólo comunicar en maneras que lo hagan sentirse 
orgulloso. 

• Haga de la tecnología un privilegio, no un derecho: Considere la posibilidad de que su hijo se merezca el 
tiempo para la tecnología cumpliendo sus responsabilidades en el hogar y en la escuela.  Imagínese si cada 
hora de tecnología fuera en realidad una función de interacción con otras personas en el mundo real sin 
necesidad de conectarse a algo. 

• Desarrolle reglas familiares respecto a la tecnología: Incluya a sus hijos en las discusiones acerca de la 
desactivación de sus teléfonos después de un cierto tiempo durante la noche, ¿qué tanto es demasiado tiempo 
frente a la pantalla todos los días?, la importancia de otras actividades como el ejercicio y la interacción social 
en persona, así como cómo dar prioridad a otras responsabilidades con actividades divertidas. 

• Mantenga una perspectiva realista: Recuerde que parte de la dificultad para aceptar toda esta tecnología 
es que es más extraña para usted que para sus hijos.
