Thriving During the Teenage Years
Identifying and Treating Teen Depression
By Dr. Jan Hittelman

An important but often difficult topic is adolescent depression and suicide. Nationally
suicide is the third leading cause of death among youth ages 15-24, while in Colorado it is the second leading
cause of death. Colorado also ranks first among all states for teen depression.

As disturbing as these statistics are, it is widely believed that they are underestimated

since many suicides and attempts go unreported. Fortunately for many, teen depression is a very treatable
disorder. Depending on the particular individual, talk therapy, medication, or a combination of the two, has
been shown to be highly effective in treating depression. Unfortunately, it is estimated nationally that only
30% of adolescents with depression receive treatment. Surprisingly, research shows that many of these
youth are from families with good communication. The challenge is that, in addition to the general signs of
depression in adults (i.e. feelings of sadness, changes in eating and sleeping patterns, loss of interest in once
enjoyed activities, loss of energy, feelings of worthlessness or guilt, difficulty concentrating), the more subtle
warning signs unique to children and adolescents are often missed. These include:

« [rritability, anger, hostility

* Frequent absences from school or poor school performance
« Lack of interest in spending time with friends or family

e Talk of or efforts to run away from home

» Social isolation, poor communication

« Extreme sensitivity to rejection or failure

* Reckless behavior

» Neglect of clothes and appearance

Superando con éxito los anos de la adolescencia
Identificacion y tratamiento de la depresion en adolescentes
Por el Dr. Jan Hittelman

Un tema importante, a menudo pero dificil es la depresion y el suicidio de adolescentes. A nivel nacional el
suicidio es la tercera causa principal de muerte entre jovenes de 15 a 24 afos, mientras que en Colorado es la
segunda causa principal de muerte. Colorado también ocupa el primer lugar entre todos los estados de
depresion en la adolescencia.

Tan inquietante como son estas estadisticas, se cree que estan subestimadas, ya que muchos suicidios e
intentos no se denuncian. Afortunadamente para muchos, la depresién en los adolescentes es una
enfermedad muy tratable. Dependiendo de la persona en particular, la psicoterapia, medicamentos o una
combinacidn de los dos, ha demostrado ser altamente eficaz en el tratamiento de la depresion.
Lamentablemente, se estima que a nivel nacional s6lo el 30% de los adolescentes con depresion reciben
tratamiento. Sorprendentemente, la investigacion muestra que muchos de estos jdvenes provienen de
familias con una buena comunicacién. El desafio es que, ademas de los signos generales de la depresion en
los adultos (es decir, los sentimientos de tristeza, cambios en los patrones de alimentacion y de suefio,
pérdida de interés en actividades que antes disfrutaba, pérdida de energia, sentimientos de ser inadecuado o
de culpa, dificultad para concentrarse), las sefiales de peligro mas sutiles tinicas entre los nifios, nifias y
adolescentes a menudo son ignoradas. Estas incluyen:

o Irritabilidad, enojo, hostilidad

e Ausencias frecuentes a la escuela o mal rendimiento escolar
o Falta de interés en pasar tiempo con amigos o familiares

e Hablar o tratar de huir de la casa

¢ Aislamiento social, falta de comunicacion

¢ Sensibilidad extrema al rechazo o fracaso

« Comportamiento peligroso

* Ropa y apariencia descuidada

Teacher Qualifications
All Public Schools

Requirements Under Federal Law
(Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), reauthorized January, 2002 as “No Child Left Behind”)

Newly enacted federal laws have created higher standards for teacher qualifications in public schools
across the United States. The US Department of Education now defines minimum standards for the
education and licensing of teachers, and requires that local school districts work with their staff to insure
that all teachers of core subjects meet the federal definition of “highly qualified” by 2005-2006.

Boulder Valley School District’s staff already largely meets and exceeds the new requirements. We have
an exceptionally well-qualified cadre of teachers, who on average have over 12 years of teaching experi-
ence. Over half our teachers hold advanced degrees. Our paraprofessionals are also a highly experi-
enced group, with educational credentials generally exceeding the standard, and many possessing other
special skills as well.

Under new federal law, all parents of children attending US public school districts receiving certain
types of federal aid (Title | funding) have the right to know the professional qualifications of the classroom
teachers who instruct their children. You are allowed to ask for certain information about your child’s
classroom teacher(s), and the school is required to provide this information in a timely manner if you ask
for it. Specifically, you have the right to ask for the following information about each of your child’s
classroom teachers:

» Whether the Colorado Department of Education has licensed or qualified the teacher for the
grades and subjects s/he teaches.

» Whether the Colorado Department of Education has waived licensing requirements for the
teachers because they have determined that special circumstances apply.

» The teacher’s college major; whether the teacher has any advanced degrees, and if so, the
subject of the degrees.

» Whether any teacher’s aides or other paraprofessionals provide services to your child and, if so,
their qualifications.

To request information about a teacher’s qualifications, please fill out a Teacher Qualification Request
Form. These are available from your school, at the BVSD website (http://www.bvsd.k12.co.us/general/
teachqualifications.shtml), or at the district Education Center Human Resources department (6500 East
Arapahoe Road). The form contains information about where to turn it in.

Please do not contact teachers, the principal or other school staff to request information about
teacher qualifications, as they do not have immediate access to personnel records. To insure
that fair and uniform information is provided, all requests for information about teacher qualifica-
tions will be processed by the Boulder Valley School District’'s Department of Human Resources.
They will provide written information by mail within 30 days of receiving a request. The HR
Department cannot provide this information over the telephone, nor will they respond to anony-
mous requests. The teacher in question and the principal of his/her school will be notified that
information regarding qualifications has been requested and given to a parent, and provided
with the same information supplied to the parent; however, the teacher and principal will NOT be
given the name of the parent requesting information.

Cualificaciones de los Maestros

En Todas las Escuelas Publicas
Requisitos Bajo la Ley Federal

(Acta de Educacion Primaria y Secundaria (ESEA), ratificada en enero, 2002, bajo el titulo “Que Ningun Nifio se Quede Atras”)

Las leyes federales establecidas nuevamente han creado unos estandares mas altos de las cualificaciones de
los maestros en las escuelas publicas de los Estados Unidos. El Departamento de Educacion de los Estados
Unidos define ahora estandares minimos para la educacion vy la titulacion de los maestros y requiere que los
distritos escolares locales trabajen con su personal para asegurarse de que todos los maestros de asignaturas
obligatorias o esenciales asi como todos los asistentes docentes cumplan la definicion federal de “altamente
cualificados” para el afio escolar 2005-2006.

El personal del Distrito Escolar del Valle de Boulder cumple en su mayoria con los nuevos requisitos.
Contamos con un cuadro de maestros excepcionalmente cualificados, con una media de mas de 12 afios de
experiencia en la ensefianza. Mas de la mitad de nuestros maestros poseen titulos de estudios avanzados.
Nuestros asistentes docentes forman también un grupo con gran experiencia y con credenciales educativas
que superan las expectativas basicas, y muchos de ellos cuentan ademas con habilidades especiales.

Bajo la nueva ley federal, todos los padres de nifios que asisten a escuelas en distritos escolares publicos de
los Estados Unidos que reciben ciertos tipos de ayuda federal (fondos del Titulo I) tienen el derecho de
conocer las cualificaciones profesionales de los maestros que instruyen a sus hijos. Los padres tienen la
libertad de solicitar informacion sobre el maestro, o maestros, de sus hijos y la escuela esta obligada a facilitar
esta informacion a la mayor brevedad posible si ellos deciden solicitarla. Especificamente los padres tienen el
derecho de solicitar la siguiente informacion sobre cada uno de los maestros de sus hijos:

» Si el Departamento de Educacién de Colorado tiene maestros titulados y cualificados para los
niveles de grado y asignatura(s) que ensefnan.

» Si el Departamento de Educacién de Colorado ha renunciado a los requisitos de titulacién de los
maestros por el hecho de determinar la aplicacion de circunstancias especiales existentes.

» La especialidad universitaria del maestro; si el maestro posee una titulacion avanzada y, en caso de
ser asi, la especialidad del titulo académico.

» Sialguno de los ayudantes de los maestros u otros asistentes docentes proporcionan servicios a su
hijo y, en caso de ser asi, cuales son sus cualificaciones.

Para solicitar informacién sobre las cualificaciones de un maestro, por favor llenen la forma llamada "Solicitud
de Informacién de las Cualificaciones del Maestro". Su escuela tiene tales formas a su disposicién o pueden
conseguirlas a través de la pagina electronica (http://www.bvsd.k12.co.us/general/teachqualifications.shtml), o
en el Departamento de Recursos Humanos en el Centro de Educacion (6500 East Arapahoe Road). En la
misma se indica en donde se debe entregar.

Favor de no contactar a los maestros, al director o a otro personal de la escuela para solicitar informacion
sobre las cualificaciones del maestro, ya que no tienen acceso inmediato a los expedientes del personal. Para
asegurar que la informacién proporcionada sea justa y uniforme, todas las peticiones de informacion acerca de
las cualificaciones del maestro seran procesadas por el Departamento de Recursos Humanos del Distrito
Escolar del Valle de Boulder. Ellos le proporcionaran la informacién por escrito por correo en un plazo de 30
dias de haber recibido la peticion.
