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Summer School Opportunities 

Boulder Valley summer school registration packets are available in the Counseling Office.  Classes 
will be offered at Centaurus and Boulder High Schools on Monday through Thursday from 7:30 

a.m. to 12:30 p.m.  Session 1 will run from June 7th through June 24th.  Session 2 will run from 

June 28th through July 15th. Students can gain 5 credits per semester.   The cost per class is 
$225.  Applications are available in the Counseling Office and at www.bvsd.org under “Schools,” 

“Summer School.” 

College Opportunity Fund 

The College Opportunity Trust Fund, created by the Colorado Legislature, provides a stipend to 

eligible undergraduate students who are Colorado residents for tuition purposes.  The stipend 
pays a portion of your total in-state tuition when you attend a Colorado public institution or a par-

ticipating private institution. 

Eligible undergraduate students must apply, be admitted and enroll at a participating institu-
tion beginning with the fall semester of the 2010-11 academic year.  Both new and continuing 

students are eligible for the stipend.  The stipend will assist with the first 145 credit hours of your 

undergraduate degree program at a Colorado college. 

The application to apply for the stipend is currently available at https://secure.collegeincolorado. 
org/home/cof/collegeopportunity_fund.aspx  For more information on this process please visit this 

website.  All Colorado residents should apply for the College Opportunity Fund in order to offset 
the entire cost of tuition at each college.  Students 13 years of age and older may apply now.

MEDICATIONS IN SCHOOL FOR 2010-11 

Following is the district medication 
policy. If you know that your student 
will need medications at school for 
the 2010-’11 school year you can pick 
up a medication form from the Health 
Room prior to the end of the school 
year. (This includes over-the-counter 
medications and asthma inhalers.) 

Medications are seldom necessary for students 
during the school day.  They are justified in 

some chronic health conditions or short-term 
acute health conditions.  State law requires: 

 No medication, prescription or non-

prescription, shall be administered by any 
school personnel, including the school nurse 

consultant, except on written authoriza-
tion of a physician and parent. 

 The medication supplied by a parent 

must be in the bottle dispensed by the 
pharmacy with the following on the label 

before it can be accepted by the school: 

child’s name, name of medication, how of-

ten the medicine is to be given, the 
dosage, and when appropriate, the 

date the medication is to be stopped.  
Over the counter medication 

must be in the original bottle, labeled 

with the student’s name. 

 NO medication, prescription 

or non-prescription, may be car-
ried by the student to take on 

his/her own, i.e., in lunch box or pocket, 
unless the School Nurse Consultant has ap-

proved special arrangements in consultation 

with the parent & physician. 

 When a student requires an antibiotic, 

PLEASE request that it be administered at 
home and not at school if possible. 

 Parents can always come to school and 

administer medication to their child. 

 Parents must pick up unused medica-

tion at the end of the school year or it will 

be disposed of by school staff. 

Tdap REQUIRED FOR 10TH, 11TH & 12th GRADERS 

Pertussis (whooping cough) can be a very seri-
ous disease in infants and small children.  It 

has been found that frequently, siblings who 

have Pertussis disease can expose other chil-
dren in the household.  Colorado ranks fifth of 

all states in the country with this disease.  Per 
Colorado state law, Tdap vaccine will be re-

quired for all 10th, 11th, and 12th  grade stu-
dents the upcoming school year (10-11).  It is the respon-

sibility of the parents to provide an updated record of im-

munization to the school.  If you do not wish your child to 
have this vaccine for personal or religious reasons, please 

sign a waiver that is available in the Health Room.  A 
medical exemption must be signed by a physician.

We want to remind 
parents that to 

excuse a student 

for an absence, a 
parent or guardian 

must call the At-
tendance Office at 

720-561-5358 on 
the day of the absence. If this is 

not possible, the parent must call 

within 72 hours of the absence or it 
will remain as an unexcused ab-

sence. Students with more than 4 
unexcused absences in one class 

will have their credit reduced.
