The "Iron Chef" contest is the annual contest between high
school Catering and ProStart classes. The contest this year will be held on Thursday,
May 5, 2011 at Broomfield High School from 9 am-12 noon. The ultimate goal of this
competition is to engage students in the School Food Project and healthy school food.
The students will be required to create a meal that meets the federal and district crite-
ria for a reimbursable meal. This means that each meal must contain a protein, grain,
milk, fruit and vegetable or combination of the two. The total cost of this meal should
not exceed $1.20 as this is the actual amount we have to spend on lunches in the Boulder
Valley School District.

The theme for this year will be "Best Casserole" that does not contain pasta. This dish
should be one that would be easily replicated in our lunch program. The deadline for
recipe submission will be April 21, 2011. The winning team will be awarded $500.00 to be
used towards their Catering or ProStart program and their dish will be featured on next
year's lunch menu and served throughout the Boulder Valley School District.

The Child Development Class will be utilizing the RealCare Baby. The NEW RealCare Curricu-
lum will provide the students with a weekend experience with aRealCare® Baby; crafted from
soft vinyl and features real infant sounds, to simulate a newborn infant from birth to three
months old.

The drive for
excellence only visits those who have the capacity to attain it. Perfectionism is
a function of asynchrony, as a more advanced mind sets more advanced
goals. Personality type plays a role as well: introverts are more likely to be perfectionists than ex-
troverts. Environment can exacerbate this trait. When schoolwork is too easy, the only challenge a
gifted child can create is accomplishing it perfectly. Perfectionism has the potential for propelling
one toward unparalleled greatness or plummeting one into despair. The secret to harnessing its
energy is learning how to set priorities. Hints for channeling perfectionism will be provided.

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WORLD LANGUAGES:

"What are all those people
doing?" | asked my friend 35
years ago when we passed a
cafe at her school, the Roch-
ester Institute of Technology.
The entire cafe was alive
with people chatting, but
their lips were not moving
much. Their hands, however,
were flying. "Oh," she said,
"they're all deaf!"

At first | didn't believe
her. | had never seen a deaf person or
even anyone signing. Back when | grew up, deaf
children were whisked away early each Monday
morning on buses and sent to school for an en-
tire week before returning to their families on
Friday afternoons. | had no idea that day that |
would become a sign language interpreter and
spend decades working in the deaf community.

| received my training at Front Range Commu-
nity College in the 80's and did my internship at
CU. After that | worked in several school districts
interpreting for deaf students, K-12. | also
worked in education at the University level and
have maintained a private practice for more
than 25 years. | have done all kinds of interpret-
ing but | particularly enjoy the medical and edu-
cational settings. | love the variety of my inter-
preting work and also how much | learn. It's very
exciting, never knowing what | will walk into.

One of the more unique jobs I've had
was supervising all deaf high school work
groups in Rocky Mountain National Park with the
Student Conservation Association. We would
camp out in the backcountry and build trails for 3
weeks, and then spend a week backpacking

before returning to "civilization".

Over the years | have taught in a variety of
settings. | really like sharing the language with
all its idioms and nuances. Usually we sitin a
circle. Sign language is visual and that way we
can all see each other. My classes feature dif-
ferent activities where students might be playing
sign language bingo one day, presenting a song
or book they choose in sign language another
day, doing fingerspelling puzzles the next day,
or learning about deaf culture. It is a bit different
than other classes and is quite fun.

Sign language is the third most commonly
used language in our country. You never know
when it might come in handy, like the day | just
happened to sit next to a deaf woman on a bus.
She was delighted when she realized that |
could sign and | really enjoyed our conversation
as did she. Or another morning when | spotted
an old interpreter friend at a red light and we
caught up pretty quickly in the two minutes we
had without ever getting out of our cars.

Then there was a party where there hap-
pened to be a couple other interpreters. People
were playing Pictionary, so we teamed up and
let me tell you we had a jolly time winning hand-
ily (pun intended!) Being honest folks, we even-
tually did fess up to our ruse, but it was fun to
fool our friends at least for a little while.

| find teaching at Centaurus to be both chal-
lenging and rewarding. | am especially enjoying
getting to know the students, a rare luxury in my
earlier work as a substitute teacher. We have
some exceptional students here at Centaurus
and | am honored to be part of their journey.
