Crest View’s School Accountability Committee met September 8th.  Thanks to all new partici-

pants for attending! 
 

SAC members attended a BVSD SAC training workshop September 6th.  We were presented 

with the draft of updated guidelines for SAC operation and participated in discussion groups to 

evaluate how our own SACs follow these guidelines. The Crest View team was pleased to vali-

date that we do operate within the guidelines and are already working on areas where we need 

to improve. 
 

Mr. Levine is still waiting for data as input to Crest View’s Improvement Plan for this year.  He 

presented the format of the new Colorado Unified Improvement plan and we discussed how the 

data is interpreted and what trends it presents.

HOW TO SCHEDULE A PARENT/TEACHER CONFERENCE  
 

Step-By-Step Parent/Guardian Instructions 

 
1. Visit the school’s homepage http://bvsd.org/schools/crestview/Pages/default.aspx  

and select the Online Scheduler icon/link. 

 

2.  From the Online Scheduler Home Page 

A. Choose your student’s school from the drop down list and click “GO.”  

B. Enter the school password: cougar 

C. Enter your student’s “Student ID”.  If you do not know their Student ID, use the 

LOOKUP STUDENT ID button to access the system. (The student ID is the 

same number your student uses in the lunch line.  Your student knows his/her 

number.) 

D. Verify the student’s birth date.   

E.  Your student’s teacher(s) will be displayed.  Check the box next to the name of 

each teacher(s) you would like to meet with.  

F. If you have more than one student in the school you can see all of your  

 students’ teachers’ schedules at one time by answering YES to this question 

“Do you want to schedule conferences for another student?” then repeat the 

steps above for your other student(s).  If you only have one student, answer NO 

to that question. 

G. You will then see the available time slots for each teacher you selected. 

H. Select the times that work best for your schedule.   

I. Enter your email address (recommended) if you would like an email  

 reminder sent to you. (Your email address is kept private.) 

J.  Once you have finished you can confirm your appointment details and print 

your conference schedule 

K. Write down the Confirmation Number (you will need this number to  

 reschedule or cancel your appointment)

Thriving During the Elementary Years 

Reading and School Success

Everyone has strengths and weaknesses. Whether itôs intellectual abilities, visual and auditory processing 

skills, or physical abilities, we all have areas of strength and areas of challenge. For elementary-age chil-

dren, this is also the case in terms of academic skills. While some children excel in mathematics, others 

may exhibit strengths in writing. The most important academic skill, however, is reading. Reading is 

central to all subjects and by third grade reading level has been shown to correlate with a variety of out-

comes including academic success, vocational opportunities, and college attendance. It is always sad to 

see a young child with reading problems who enjoys and excels in math, be robbed of that success with 

the introduction of math word problems that require reading ability.   

 

We also know that parental involvement correlates with school success. A meta-analysis of 77 studies 

found that parents who were highly involved in their childôs education, positively impacted overall edu-

cation outcomes, grades, and academic achievement (Harvard Family Research Project, 2005). Further-

more, when they looked at specific components of parental involvement, reading with your child 

emerged as one of the most important factors. Given that parents are usually not trained in reading in-

struction, what is the best approach in helping your child to learn how to be a strong reader, particularly 

if they are already having reading challenges?
