I would like to thank all of our parent and community volunteers for your support of our students and teachers.   Even with the new 
volunteer requirements for background checks, our parent volunteers are here for us.  Thank you for your continued support even 
though the process takes a little more time for the screening and there is a fee.  It is so important for our students and teachers to 
have parent support in the classrooms.  The presence of parents in our school shows students the importance parents place on edu-
cation, and it helps to lower adult to student ratios in our classrooms. 

 

Our Hug nô Go drop off system is in full swing.  The congestion that previously occurred during this time period is almost non-existent.  
I would like to thank our Safe Routes to School Committee, our new fifth grade safety ambassadors and Amy Thompson for making 
our school much safer for our children.  Amy was recently awarded the Boulder County Sheriff's Commendation Citizen Award based 
on our Safe Routes Program.  Parents who donôt follow the directions of the plan are greeted with a gentle reminder and a smile.  It is 
our hope that all parents will conform to the plan for the safety of their children and all students.  Modeling appropriate behavior for 
children is a lesson that they will always remember.  Data shows that in just a three year period students walking and biking to school 
has risen from 12 percent participation to 42 percent.  Wow, that is great news! 

 

The professional development day for teachers last Friday permitted grade level teacher teams from different schools to meet togeth-
er and discuss the new curriculum changes for the 2011-2012 school year.  Thereôs a lot going on in the world of curriculum these 
days.  Since our curriculum is the foundation of what we want our students to know and be able to do, itôs critical that the curricula are 
rich, engaging and aligned with national and state expectations.  Below is a message from the BVSD Curriculum Department. 

  

In 2009 the National Common Core State Standards (CCSS) were published.  It was from those standards that in 2010, Colorado 
adapted the CCSS into the Colorado Model Content Standards to form the new Colorado Academic Standards (CAS).  By December 
2011, all districts in the state must revise their curriculum documents to align with the CAS.  Our school board will review the pro-
posed aligned curriculum documents in November and will adopt them at their board meeting in December.  By 2012, all districts 
must transition to aligned curriculum documents.  BVSD will be no different.  The 2012-13 school year will be a year of transition, 
while teachers become more familiar with any changes the new documents and materials pose for them.  All of these changes neces-
sitate time for teachers to review and make meaning of the new standards, plan their instruction and consult their colleagues about 
how to best use the new standards.  We began that process by giving teachers time to process the proposed revised Curriculum Es-
sentials Documents during our October 14, 2011 half day of district professional development.  If you are interested, you can click on 
the link below to see the PowerPoint that trained the facilitators of this time to get an idea of what the teachers experienced on Friday.

This year Heatherwood is required to submit a comprehensive Unified Improvement Plan to the State of Colorado which describes 
many components of our school. The report includes accountability to the public and a review of assessment data. The District re-
ceived our report on October 7.  I would like to thank our School Accountability Committee (SAC) which consists of parents and 
teachers for their input on this report.

 Root Cause(s) Addressed:  Students in this grouping are not assessed frequently enough to ensure positive tracked growth com-
parable to their grade level targets ï students need time-sensitive feed-back on their reading levels, writing proficiency based on ru-
bric assessments and mathematics performance based on formative assessments throughout the school year. 

 

Major Improvement Strategy #2:  Students will become aware of the outcome / consequences of behaviors that deal with bullying 
and the safety of their personal space and belongings.   Root Cause(s) Addressed:  Adults are not creating a safe bully-free envi-
ronment for students and their personal belongings. 

 

It is important that our parents and school community are knowledgeable about our major improvement strategies and the root caus-
es addressed.  Our entire UIP will be posted on our WEB site as soon as the state provides additional data that needs to be included 
with the plan.  All parents are welcome to join our SIT or PTO meetings anytime they are scheduled. 

 

We had a wonderful turn out for our Parent/Teacher Conferences.  I hope that you all experienced quality conversations with your 
childrenôs teachers.  Teachers have completed their fall assessments in writing, reading and math and with parent/student input will 
now plan instruction according to studentsô needs and interests.

They 

will be conducting workshops in our classrooms and will have an evening session for parents on how to rec-

ognize and prevent abuse.  This program is expensive, approximately $2,500 to train our entire school, but 

extremely valuable in empowering children to be Safe, Strong and Free.   

CHILD ASSAULT PREVENTION PROJECT 

The Child Assault Prevention (CAP) Project is a nationally recognized community based primary prevention 

program.  The mission of Front Range Child Assault Prevention (FRCAP) is to reduce the vulnerability of chil-

dren and adolescents to neglect, physical, emotional and sexual assault through the provision of prevention 

education and advocacy.  The CAP Project teaches children and adolescents how to recognize potentially 

dangerous situations and gives them strategies to deal with those situations.   It is the ultimate goal of this 

program to reduce the vulnerability of children to all forms of assault, thereby reducing the potential for fu-

ture violence.   Evidence strongly suggests that assault prevention training programs are highly successful in 

detecting instances of child abuse and neglect that might otherwise go unreported. Working in schools along 

Coloradoõs Front Range, Front Range CAP is a community partnership that involves children, parents and 

school staffñall working together to help our children remain òSafe, Strong and Free!ó  More information can
