Dear Parents 

What a celebration of family support we have experienced recently at Heatherwood!  As you know, we just concluded a successful 

Walk and Roll Week and hope families continue to bike, walk and roll to school.  Last Friday night was a wonderful evening for a pic-

nic dinner and a movie.  The weather was beautiful.   We would like to thank Chris and Deb Mizner for coordinating their last movie 

night after eight years.  They are moving on to middle school with Jared, and it has been a fun event for many Heatherwood families 

over the years.  The connections that parents make by their mere presence at school, selecting books at the Book Fair, attending con-

ferences and school community events delivers a statement to all children that they are in a supportive learning environment.   

I would like to thank our teachers for providing a wonderful experiential trip for our fifth grade students to the Cal-Wood Outdoor 

Education Center.  It always amazes me the amount of planning and work that goes into these three days of learning.  I would like to 

thank Anna Hamlen, Joan Standefer, Alexandria Hayes, Lori Januszewski, Beth Cendali and Tom Prevear for their time and effort in 

making this trip a success.  Special thanks go to our Health Room Paraeducator Yvonne Garvin for coordinating the care and special 

arrangements that were made for many of our students.  Students learned about orienteering, landforms, geology and worked on 

team building and problem solving activities that required trust and communication skills between their group members.  

Throughout the school year, I have the opportunity to observe grade level instruction and activities. Here is a snippet of our students’ 

learning during the first few weeks.  Our kindergartners are busy learning how to work at centers, identify letters and sounds and to 

be a community of learners, our first and second grade students are practicing their patterns and combining numbers and learning 

about our community, our third graders are also combining numbers and exploring place value in math, fourth graders are research-

ing about explorers and fifth graders are starting to learn about the Constitution. Our children’s reading and writing skills and confi-

dence grow stronger with each activity and concept they learn.  I am privileged to observe their development over time and over the 

years.  That is what makes my job so rewarding.  

Just as you have been setting goals during conferences with your child’s teacher, our School Accountability Committee has been 

working on our Colorado Unified Improvement Plan for 2011-12.  The report includes our performance indicators, description of 

trends, priority performance challenges and root cause analysis with major improvement strategies to meet our goals. I will provide 

you with our Unified Improvement Plan in the next Husky Highlights.  This is an opportune time to remind parents that you are always 

welcome and encouraged to attend School Accountability Committee meetings.  SAC is an advisory and accountability board, com-

prised of teachers and parents, which supports education at Heatherwood.  If you wish to know more about how decisions are made, 

I encourage you to join us.  Our entire UIP Portfolio and Report will also be posted on the Heatherwood website. 

As I mentioned in the previous Husky Highlights, our Halloween day this year will be celebrated on Monday, October 31 beginning 

with a costume parade and all students will be provided with a fall snack such as pumpkin bread or cookie at lunch.  We will not have 

Halloween parties within the classrooms and students will take off their costumes after the Halloween parade.  This 

will provide teachers and students with fewer distractions during the school day.  I would like to thank our PTO 

members and teachers for creating this Halloween plan.  The parade will start at 8:30 am and afternoon kindergar-

ten will parade at 1:00 pm to accommodate our school lunch and specialists’ schedules on that day.  Our Preschool 

will celebrate the day on Friday, October 28.  The morning Preschool will parade starting at 9:45 am and the after-

noon class at 1:30 pm. 

Teachers have now set up their classroom routines and expectations for their students.  As you have learned or will learn during con-

ference time, teachers also have high academic expectations for their students.  The message that we want to send students is that we 

are working as a team to support them in their learning. At home as parents, you can reinforce quality work and perseverance in your 

child’s homework and reading assignments.  It is important that students know we all expect them to do their best work which will 

have its rewards in the timely accomplishment of the student’s assignment with pride in their work and feedback from their teachers. 

We have a wonderful community of students and staff.  I am always reminded of this when I attend fifth grade outdoor education at 

Cal-Wood with our students.  They care for each other, and they are very respectful of their environment.  This is a commendation to 

our great staff and to you as parents.  I am truly proud to be your principal.

Leafing No Song Unsung! Here’s what’s happening in music 

class in October…. 

Kindergarten: We are working on keeping a 

steady beat and loud/quiet. We are also 

working on making different types of sounds 

with our voices and will make “Ghost 

Sounds.”

First grade: We are working on the difference between beat 

and rhythm.
