Food Share  was similar to the first in many 
ways.  Kids sorted a large amount of donated 
breads into three categories: sweet breads, 

sliced sandwich breads, and other breads. Another group sorted 

dairy donations into butter, eggs, and dairy. Nice work!   

 The students were able to see what was available to 
customers when they come to select their goods and they no-
ticed there are giant bins lining the aisle with "Limit 2" or "Limit 4" 
or "No Limit." They also noted that the signs were printed in both 
English and Spanish. Also, Kathy commented that there is an 
inordinate amount of breads that are donated. We acknowledge 
there is a greater need for protein-based donations! One final 
interesting comment: We were talking about how farmers often 
donate huge quantities of produce and that one time we packed 
bags of onions for families. A student asked, "Who would just eat 
raw onions?" which sparked another discussion about how food 
bank donations are often full of pre -packaged and shelf-stable 
foods, and how welcome it is to have fresh produce to cook up 

with the packaged goods.   

 On a related note, I'd like to thank the following current 
and former Heatherwood families for offering to be  Greeters at 
our local King Soopers during this year's "Let's Bag Hunger" cam-
paign. Kudos to Sacha and Debbie Ramirez, Luke Siegert, Anna 
Katnik, Adrien and Brian Smith, Seana and Erin Zimmer, Ruth 
Kiousis, and Lois, Leah and Maria Latorra, and David Bauman for 
being a backup!   This year is particularly stressful on families-in-
need, and listen to this: If there is a Greeter at the entrance of a 
grocery store, Community Food Share gets on average 100 

pounds more food per hour  than if there is no Greeter.

Thriving During the Elementary Years 

Early Identification of Depression

It is not well known, but one of the fastest growing age groups for suicide are children 10 -14 years of age. Given that Colorado ranks 
first among all states for teen depression, it is important for parents of elementary-age youth to be more aware of the warning signs in 
order to identify these concerns as early as possible. 
Nationally suicide is the third leading cause of death among youth ages 15 -24, while in Colorado it is the second leading cause of 
death. As disturbing as these statistics are, it is widely believed that they are underestimated since many suicides and attempts go un-
reported. Fortunately for most, depression is a very treatable disorder. Depending on the particular individual, talk therapy, medica-
tion, or a combination of the two, has been shown to be highly effective in treating depression.  Unfortunately, it is estimated nation-
ally that only 30% of adolescents with depression receive treatment. Surprisingly, research shows that many of these youth are from 
families with good communication. The challenge is that, in addition to the general signs of depression in adults (i.e. feelings of sad-
ness, changes in eating and sleeping patterns, loss of interest in once enjoyed activities, loss of energy, feelings of worthlessness or 
guilt, difficulty concentrating), the more subtle warning signs unique to children and adolescents are often missed. These include:  
Å Irritability, anger, hostility  
Å Frequent absences from school or poor school performance  
Å Lack of interest in spending time with friends or family  
Å Talk of or efforts to run away from home  
Å Social isolation, poor communication  
Å Extreme sensitivity to rejection or failure  
Å Reckless behavior  
Å Neglect of clothes and appearance
