I would like to 

thank Seana Zimmer, Heatherwood Elementary grant writer, for representing our school on the District Parent Council this 

school year.  Seana would like all parents to know that you are invited to the next DPC meeting to meet the prospective schoo l 

board members.  The monthly District Parent Council meets with other school representatives to discuss issues at individual 

schools with the Superintendentõs Cabinet members.  We are still looking for a parent to represent our school on the District 

Accountability Committee.  This committee consists of one parent from each school to help serve as guides to the district on 

budget and goal areas.  This committee also makes recommendations to the Board of Education and the Superintendent on 

guiding the direction of our schools in achieving district and school goals.  As you can see, there are many ways for you to be-

come involved in our districtõs educational and climate goals.

You may have read the article in the Daily Camera about individual schools purchasing personnel, such as literacy and math tu-

tors and paraeducators to support students and teachers in the classroom.  Heatherwood Elementary was named as one of the 

top schools with a large percentage of our Heatherwood Impact Month (HIM) dollars going to classified personnel.  I would 

like to thank all of our families for participating in the HIM drive.  We have many motivated and experienced paraeducators 

working with our children each day because of these funds.  All of the HIM dollars, except ten percent, goes directly to our 

school.  In order to allow our PTO to purchase personnel, we are required by board policy to donate 10 percent of our fund-

raised dollars for purchase personnel only, to the district which in turn allocates those monies to schools with less of an o ppor-

tunity to raise funds at their schools.  Our PTO approved this at our school because they think the small amount of dollars 

providing equity for others who canõt afford to fundraise is worth the support all children receive from our additional pur-

chased staff members.  Another reason to support this practice is that our students donõt sell products, such as wrapping pa-

per or magazines, to raise funds.  These companies take a much larger share than ten percent of our fundraised dollars.  Our 

HIM drive also makes it easier for parents and relatives to donate without all of the extra fundraising activities.  Please j oin 

us at our next PTO meeting to discuss topics such as these with other interested and motivated parents at our school.  

We are all looking forward to our official Walk and Roll Week next week.  This is the week that we promote health and fitness  

to all Heatherwood families by biking or walking to school.  I may even attempt to bike to school from Erie a few mornings ne xt 

week!  We would like all of our families to get in the spirit of commuting to school by an alternative mode. The week will cu lmi-

nate with prizes for our children and the annual movie night on Friday, September 30.  This will be Chris and Deb Miznerõs last 

movie night at Heatherwood, and we hope to have all of our families attend and enjoy a picnic dinner and an outdoor movie.

Thriving During the Elementary Years 

Reading and School Success 

By Dr. Jan Hittelman 

 

Everyone has strengths and weaknesses. Whether itõs intellectual abilities, visual and auditory processing skills, or physical abilities, 
we all have areas of strength and areas of challenge. For elementary age children, this is also the case in terms of academic skills. 
While some children excel in mathematics, others may exhibit strengths in writing. The most important academic skill, however, is 
reading. Reading is central to all subjects and by third grade reading level has been shown to correlate with a variety of outcomes 
including academic success, vocational opportunities, and college attendance. It is always sad to see a young child with reading 
problems who enjoys and excels in math, be robbed of that success with the introduction of math word problems that require 

reading ability.   

 

We also know that parental involvement correlates with school success. A meta-analysis of 77 studies found that parents who 
were highly involved in their childõs education, positively impacted overall education outcomes, grades, and academic achieve-
ment (Harvard Family Research Project, 2005). Furthermore, when they looked at specific components of parental involvement, 
reading with your child emerged as one of the most important factors. Given that parents are usually not trained in reading i n-
struction, what is the best approach in helping your child to learn how to be a strong reader, particularly if they are alrea dy having 

reading challenges?
