Minutes of the BVSD SEAC Meeting October 2011 

 

Boulder Valley School District Pre-School, Donna Arnold- Director 

Donna presented a spreadsheet (attached) about the expansion of district preschool programs and when they are opening 

over the next two years.  Many construction projects have just been completed and more classrooms are being built to expand 

services to the pre-school population. Most, but not all elementary schools, will eventually have pre-school services.  852 pre-

school students are currently attending district pre-school programs. 

 

More health room para-educators have been assigned to schools with the pre-school programs.  Two early childhood coaches 

have also been added. Extensive training is also on-going for staff. 

 

Community Liaisons have also been enlisted to reach out to the community to educate parents of services.  Parents are being 

asked for feedback on family needs.

Directors Report from Ron Yauchzee  

Training has been on going for all groups. School teams met recently to go over the Individual Education Plan process with an 

emphasis on the three C’s-Communication, Compliance and Consistency. The same training has also been provided to  

Psychologists, Occupational Therapists and Speech.  Para-educators have also been receiving instruction on many topics relat-

ed to their jobs. 

A Special Education team is being developed to support schools with students on the autism spectrum. The team now includes 

speech-language and special education teachers and a social worker. An occupational therapist will be added later. The team is 

receiving training and meeting together this year in preparation for consulting with schools in the next school year.  

Traumatic Brain Injury (TBI) support is being looked at to help schools that have students with this issue.  

Mile High Down Syndrome Society has offered to train staff in BVSD to participate in their “Partnership with Education” pro-

gram. BVSD is identifying staff to attend training in November.

Colorado Department of Education is now looking at having the entire state using the same system, called Ascent, to process 

Individual Education Plans.  Boulder Valley is considering piloting the new program and a decision will be made by December.

An audit, conducted by the Colorado Education Department, is planned for November for three days.  Teachers, parents, and 

staff will be interviewed, Individualized Education Plans will be reviewed, and a team assessing our current programs and 

compliance will look at budgets and other processes.
