Every homeroom and Middle School Community has at least 
one, and usually two, Student Council Representatives. One of our first actions was to decide on who our 
officers would be.  We chose officers by picking names of our volunteers out of a hat. The officer posi-
tions are:  Two Head Girls and Head Boys (one elementary and one middle school) who write up the 
agenda and facilitate the meetings, two recorders, three treasurers, one Materials Officer, 18 RAOK
