
February 13, 2012 Online registration begins for the 2012-13 school year.        

Parents are encouraged to apply online. It is easy, fast and         

secure. Paper registration forms will also be available at your 

child’s school and at the KE Office. 
 

March 23, 2012 Registration applications will be processed in the KE Office.  A 

lottery will take place only if there are more applications than 

available spaces. While lotteries are occasionally held, the   

majority of applications received before or on March 23rd   

will be processed and confirmed.   

After March 23, 2012 Applications received after March 23rd will be processed in 

the order they are received and space availability. 
 

April 1, 2012 E-mails or letters will be sent out the first week of April,      

notifying parents whether their child has a confirmed spot or 

has been placed on the waiting list.  If your application is      

submitted after March 23rd, notification letters will be sent out 

after the second week of April.   
 

April - August Applications will be processed in the order they are received   

and space availability.  
 

            

Important information - please read carefully: 
 

1. Begin by registering your child in the BVSD Kindergarten where he or she will be attending. KE cannot  

 confirm a spot in the program until your child’s registration in Kindergarten is completed.  
 

2..    Starting on February 13, 2012 register online at: bvsd.org/KE. Paper applications in English and Spanish will 

 be available at all schools and at the KE office. There is a one time annual fee is $50 for online           

 registration and $75 for processing paper registration forms.  We encourage you to use online            

 registration. If you need assistance and/or access to a computer, please check at the KE office or the 

 school office. 
 

3. The anticipated tuition fees for the 2012-2013 school year are as follows: 

$ 205 per month for two days per week (Tuesday/Thursday schedule) 

$ 280 per month for three days per week (Monday/Wednesday/Friday schedule)    

$ 422 per month for five days per week (Monday through Friday schedule) 
 

 

4. A full time program is offered at all KE schools. Part-time options are available at many schools. Check  

  with your child’s school for specific schedule information. Douglas Elementary and Birch Elementary  

  offer an alternating-day option. Please note: a 2 day per week schedule is offered on Tues/Thurs only.        

  A 3 day per week schedule is offered on Mon/Wed/Fri only.  We are unable to accommodate requests for  

  other part time schedules.  
 

5. If you are seeking financial assistance, be sure to check the appropriate box on the application. In  

 order to be considered for funding, parents are required to: 

Complete a Free and Reduced Lunch (FRL) form which can be found at the school office or the KE 

office. Kindergarten Enrichment is now a participating provider with the Child Care Assistance       

Program (CCAP).  

Parents are encouraged to apply as soon as possible to CCAP. For more information regarding     

eligibility, please call: 303-604 -1043, ext: 2828 for Boulder residents, or 720-887-2275, for residents 

of the City and County of Broomfield.
