MEXICO TEST 
Geography Standard 2.1—Students can use geographic tools to solve problems.  Students know how populations change over time and how where we live influences how we live.
Economics 3.1—Students identify and analyze different economic systems.  How does education affect income, career/job options, and standard of living?  

Civics 4.1--- Analyze the interconnectedness of U.S. and other nations.

1) Know at least 4 differences between life in urban and rural Mexico. Be able to discuss how education is related to the type of job you get.  How does the lack of education in Mexico impact both Mexicans and Americans?
2) Know at least 3 reasons why people are moving to the cities in Mexico. Know at least 2 reasons why people in Mexico are moving to the U.S.
3) Be able to explain what spatial inequality is and how it impacts Mexico City.  Be prepared to use thematic maps of Mexico to compare neighborhoods.  

4) Be able to explain why a business might do better in the U.S. or Mexico.  Know at least 3 reasons to prove why you think this.  Specific numbers would really help too—see your almanac sheet.  (You can use your almanac sheet on the test)
5) Study your dichos page.  You should know what each dicho is trying to teach and why this matters in Mexico.  On the test I will have the Spanish dicho with the English translation.

6) Be able to explain why the Mexican state you researched would be a great place to visit.  Be able to give at least 2 reasons from the geography, economics, and culture section.  That would mean 6 facts total in your head (.

7) Be able to describe the violence from drug cartels along the U.S. and Mexico border.  Know the issue from Mexico’s and the U.S.’s point of view.  Be prepared to explain how this issue impacts both countries and makes the countries connected to each other.
