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For advanced credit on this lab, complete a 3 paragraph conclusion.  Each paragraph should be 5 -7 sentences:

PARAGRAPH 1
a. Topic sentence relating the purpose and procedure (“R” and “E”)

b. Supporting detail sentences support the purpose and procedure

c. Conclusion sentence restates the purpose and procedure
PARAGRAPH 2

a. Topic sentence relating the results and analysis of results (“C” and “A”)

b. Supporting detail sentences support the results and analysis

c. Conclusion sentence restates the purpose and procedure
PARAGRAPH 3

a. Topic sentences relating the lapses and light bulbs (“L” and “L”)

b. Supporting detail sentences support the lapses and light bulbs

c. Conclusions sentence restates the lapses and light bulbs



“R” = RECALL – Recall the purpose of the activity.  Include a statement of the variables if applicable (Why?)





“E” = EXPLAIN – Explain what was done in the activity (How?)





“C” = CALL BACK – State the results of the activity (What happened?)





“A” = ANALYZE – Analyze results by looking for trends, patterns or relationships.  What conclusions can be made based on the results of the experiment. Compare results to the hypothesis. Use DATA to support your ideas. (What do the results mean?)





“L” = LAPSES – Describe any errors, mistakes or unanswered questions that may have happened during the activity (OOPS!)





“L” = LIGHT BULB – Describe at least one thing you learned from the activity (WOW!)
