ADVANCED MATH CLASS EXPECTATIONS

(follow the Ryan Promise)
BE KIND
1. Be respectful of people’s thoughts and property.  There may be several ways to solve a problem, and another student's process may be simpler or more interesting.  

2.  Listen carefully, speak cordially and in turn one at a time.  

3.  No yelling or inappropriate language is permitted at anytime in the class room.  Inappropriate language includes labels other than a person’s given name.  

BE SAFE
1. Ask permission before leaving the room for a drink or the restroom.  

2. Keep all chair legs and your own feet on the floor.

3. No throwing of any objects.

WORK HARD
1. Each student shall be expected to do his or her own thinking and work.   A student may help another student understand the process or concept, but each student should complete all work independently without sharing answers.

2. Do all work neatly and show one's thinking process in an orderly manner.  Even if the problem is solved mentally, that mental process should be described on paper clearly and concisely.

TAKE CARE OF YOURSELF
1. Bring a #2 pencil, eraser, and math binder, including any manipulatives, to each class.  The math binder should contain completed homework and may be returned to the appropriate box in the TAG room any time prior to class.
2. Ask for help when needed, nicely and quietly.

TAKE CARE OF YOUR SCHOOL
1. Help clean up and put away supplies at the end of each session.
2. Go directly to and from your class with zero voice level in the hall.
